Deadline for nominations by
petition: March 21, 2023

All complete nominations by petition
received by the credit union will be
posted in each credit union office
and online at www.coopfed.org by
3/26/23.

Cooperative Federal will not conduct
the annual election by ballot and
there will be no nominations from the
floor when the number of nominees
equals the number of open positions.

Nominations by Petition

When Cooperative Federal revised our bylaws, replacing
nominations from the floor with nominations by petition,
some members expressed concerns about the number of
signatures required (which is based on 1% of members). At
the last Annual Meeting in October 2022, the Board agreed
to revisit this practice and consider reducing the petition
requirement.

Unfortunately, we were not able to revise our nomination
guidelines prior to the 2023 Annual Meeting due to
regulatory changes. On 12/7/22, the National Credit Union
Administration (NCUA) announced that a temporary
emergency order issued during the pandemic would expire
effective 12/31/22. That order previously authorized credit
unions to hold delayed, all-virtual annual meetings. The
expiration of the order means that we are required to (a)
revert back to in-person meetings and (b) hold annual
meetings no later than April 30 each year. It was not
possible to reduce the petition requirement within this
updated time frame, because such a reduction would be a
non-standard Federal Credit Union bylaw requiring special
approval from NCUA.

Given these circumstances, members that wish to

petition for nomination in 2023 will be permitted to collect
signatures in Coop Fed's lobbies during designated times.
To arrange a petitioning schedule, please contact info@
coopfed.org no later than March 3. We will coordinate time,
space, and signage to support your efforts!

Nominaciones por Peticion

Cuando Cooperative Federal revis6 nuestros reglamentos,
reemplazando las nominaciones de los presentes con
nominaciones por peticién, algunos miembros expresaron
su preocupacion sobre la cantidad de firmas requeridas
(que se basa en el 1% de los miembros). En la dltima
Reunién Anual en octubre de 2022, la Junta acordo revisar
esta practica y considerar reducir el requisito de peticion.

Desafortunadamente, no pudimos revisar nuestras

pautas de nominacién antes de la Reunion Anual de 2023
debido a cambios regulatorios. El 7 de diciembre de 2022,
National Credit Union Administration (la Administracion
nacional de Cooperativas) (NCUA) anuncié que una orden
de emergencia temporal emitida durante la pandemia
venceria a partir del 31 de diciembre de 2022. Esa orden
previamente autorizo6 a las cooperativas de ahorro y crédito
a celebrar reuniones anuales retrasadas y totalmente
virtuales. El vencimiento de la orden significa que estamos
obligados a (a) volver a las reuniones en personay (b)
celebrar reuniones anuales a mas tardar el 30 de abril de
cada afo. No fue posible reducir el requisito de peticion
dentro de este plazo actualizado, porque tal reduccién
seria una regulacion no estandar de la Cooperativa de
Crédito Federal que requeriria una aprobacion especial de
la NCUA.

Dadas estas circunstancias, los miembros que deseen
solicitar una nominacion en 2023 podran recolectar
firmas en los vestibulos de Coop Fed durante los horarios
designados.
